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PREFACE

ook “Beethoven’s Hradec” gives a brief overview of the history and musical traditions connected
with one of the most beautiful castles in the Czech Republic - Hradec nad Moravici. It introduces
important people in music who were invited here by the aristocratic family of Lichnowsky, who used
the castle as their summer residence, in the first half of the 19th century. The famous musicians
spent their time in Hradec nad Moravici and its surroundings composing, giving concerts, or they secretly met
their girlfriends. Lichnowsky family significantly influenced the current appearance of the castle premises. The
credit must be given to them for the fact that they supported art with substantial sums of money. The current
cultural events in the castle follow its musical traditions. “Beethoven’s Hradec”, which has been organized
since 1960, has built a strong position among such similar events. One part of the festival is a prestigious

international music competition.
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amecky aredl v Hradci nad Moravici se pro svij architektonicky ptivab a prilehly anglicky park fadi
k nejromantict&jsim misttim v Ceské republice. Vypind se na strmém ostrohu nad soutokem reky
Moravice a potoku Hrade¢nd a tvori ho empirovy Bily zdmek, novogoticky Cerveny zdmek a Bild véz
stojici u vstupu do rozlehlého zameckého parku.

Misto s pohddkovou atmosférou a neopakovatelnym geniem loci bylo podle archeologickych vyzkumi
osidleno jiz ve 3. tisicileti pt. n. 1. Trvalé obydleni Slovany se datuje od konce 8. stoleti. Strategicky vyhodnou
polohu vyutzili v poloviné 11. stoleti Pfemyslovci k vybudovéni obranného knizeciho hradi$té, poprvé pisemné
doloZeného r. 1061, které mélo za dlohu chranit obchodni cestu z Moravy do Polska. Zdroven zde bylo vybirano
myto a clo. Po ni¢ivém poZdru zde byl v poloviné 13. stoleti z prikazu ¢eského krale Premysla Otakara II. vy-
stavén goticky hrad s ddmyslnym fortifika¢nim systémem. Nepriznivé politické podminky dohnaly Pfemysla
Otakara II roku 1278 k pamatné bitvé na Moravském poli u Suchych Krut (dnes v Rakousku), pri které prisel
o zivot. Po této udalosti se hrad stal mistem svatby krdlovny vdovy Kunhuty, ktera zde pobyvala v letech
1279-81, s predstavitelem jihoceského Slechtického rodu ZaviSem z Falkenstejna. V pritbéhu dalsich stoleti se
na Hradci ménili majitelé a zdstavni drzitelé - potomci vedlejsi premyslovské vétve Premek I. Opavsky, Mikulas
II. a dalsi, ¢esky kral Jifi z Podébrad a jeho syn Viktorin, krdl Matyds Korvin a ¢esky kral Vladislav II. Jagelon-
sky, za jehoz vlady ziskala osada lezici u hradu v roce 1481 méstskd privilegia.

V roce 1585 koupil hrad do dédi¢ného vlastnictvi Kaspar Pruskovsky z Pruskova. Jeho potomci pristoupili
na prelomu 16. a 17. stoleti k prestavbé hradu na pohodlny renesané¢ni zamek, ktery se rozsiril o reprezenta-
tivni obytné prostory, provozni a hospodatsky dvir. Dalsi generace Pruskovskych se postarala o prestavbu
zdmku do barokni podoby.

V prvni poloviné 17. stoleti, kdy se béhem tricetileté vilky prohnala Evropou vojska rimskokatolickych
a protestantskych statd, byly zdmek i mésto Hradec nékolikrat vydrancovany. V roce 1733 zakoupil zamek
Wolfgang Konrad z Neffzernu, ktery v roce 1778 odprodal panstvi kniZeti Janu Karlu Lichnovskému z Vostic.
Lichnovsti z Vostic, pavodné slezsky $lechticky rod, setrvali na zdmku az do roku 1945, kdy jim byl zdmek
na zdkladé povale¢nych zdkont zkonfiskovan.

At tomu napomohla ndhoda, kdyz v roce 1796 zachvdtil zamek devastujici poZér, nebo jiz doptedu promy-
Sleny plan Karla Aloise Lichnovského na nutnou opravu zamku, na prelomu 18. a 19. stoleti se pod dohledem
krnovského stavitele Jana Mihatsche zapocalo s velkorysou prestavbou zdmku. Byly strzeny stfedovéké hradby
a véze, prilehlé zahrady a pozemky byly upraveny a zidealizoviny do prirodné krajinarského parku, ktery plné
vyhovoval dobovym snahdm o zménu vztahu ¢lovéka k prirodé. Bily zdmek ziskal dne$ni empirovou podobu,
byl obohacen o divadelni sél a hostinské pokoje ve vychodnim kridle, modernizaci prosly provozni mistnosti

v jiznim kridle. Druha etapa prestavby zdmku ve stylu novogotiky probihala od roku 18
slavského architekta Karla Liideckeho pribyla vstupni hala, tzv. Hubertova svétnice, arkdc
1, rohové véZe v severovychodnim rohu prvniho nddvort, sakristie a zdmeckd kaple. Bylo :
k architektonickym tGpravam zdmeckych interiéra.

Se stavbou Cerveného zémku, jehoZ ndzev se odvozuje od zdi z rezného cihlového zc
1874. Vznikal podle ndvrhi architekta Alexise Langera a pozdéji Ernsta Handela z Vym
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a po dokonceni roku 1895 slouzil jako konirna, kovdrna, stdje a koc¢drovna. V ramci rekonstrukece pribyly
i romantizujici hradby a vstupni brana. Drobné stavebni tipravy probihaly previzné v interiérech zdmku a za-
chovévaly historizujici charakter stavby.

Lichnovsti jako podporovatelé uméni hostili na zdmku vyznamné hudebniky i literaty: Ludwiga van
Beethovena, Niccold Paganiniho, Ference Liszta, dramatika a prozaika Gerharta Hauptmanna, libretistu Hugo
von Hofmannsthala a literdrniho kritika Karla Krause. V roce 1945 byli Lichnovsti nuceni zdmek opustit a ode-
8li do zahranidi (Argentina, Brazilie). O Ctyfi roky pozdéji se zamek otevird verejnosti.

V 50. letech minulého stoleti se pristoupilo k opravé Cerveného zdmku, jenz byl béhem 2. svétové valky po-
ni¢en bombardovénim. Pozdé&ji v ném zahdjila provoz zamecka restaurace a hotel. K vyznamnému rozmachu
kulturniho Zivota na zdmku prispéla Gprava byvalé ko¢drovny na koncertni sél Velka dvorana a jeho ndsledné
zpristupnéni.

Generdlni a ¢asové naro¢nd oprava Bilého zdmku trvala od roku 1979 do roku 2014. Po jejim dokonceni
dnes Bily zdmek nabizi nav§tévnikam dva prohlidkové okruhy, jez krasou svych interiéra a bohatstvim zd-

meckého mobilidre ro¢né prilakaji velké mnozstvi navstévnikt z domova i ze zahranici.

BEETHOVEN'S HRADEC - MUSICAL PORTRAIT OF HRADEC NAD MORAVICI CASTLE

hanks to its architectural appeal and surrounding English park, Hradec nad Moravici Castle is one

of the most romantic places in the Czech Republic. The castle premises tower at the top of a steep

hill over the confluence of Moravice River and Hrade¢nd Stream and consists of the White Castle

built in Empire style, Neo-gothic Red Castle and the White Tower, which stands at the entrance to
the vast castle park.

Archaeological research showed that the place with a fairy-tale atmosphere and unique genius loci was
populated as early as in the 3rd millenium BC. The permanent settlement of the Slavic dates back to the 8th
century. The strategic location was used by Premyslid family in the mid-11th century to build a defensive
aristocratic hillfort, firstly mentioned in written text in 1061, whose role was to protect the merchant road
from Moravia to Poland. It was also a collection point for the toll and duty. After a damaging fire in the mid-
13th century King Ottokar II of Bohemia ordered to build a Gothic castle with ingenious fortification system
here. Unfavorable political conditions led King Ottokar II of Bohemia in 1278 to the memorable Battle of the
Marchfeld near Suche Kruty (now in Austria) where he was killed. After this event the castle witnessed the
wedding between Queen-widow Kunigunda of Slavonia, who lived here from 1279 to 1281, and a member
of Southbohemian aristocratic family - Zavi$ of Falkenstein. Throughout the following years there was
a substantial number of its owners and holders - descendants of one Premyslid branch Pfemek I, Duke of
Opava, Nicholas II, Duke of Opava, etc., Czech King George of Podébrady and his son Viktorin, King Matthias
Corvinus, and Czech King Vladislaus II of Hungary - it was majoring his reign, in 1481, when the settlement
near the castle got town privileges.

In 1585 the castle was bought by Kaspar Pruskovsky of Pruskov as a patrimony. At the turn of the 16th
and 17th centuries his descendants rebuilt it into a comfortable Renaissance castle, which was extended by
a representative residential space, operating and farm yards. Following generation of the Pruskovsky family
rebuilt the castle into Baroque style.

In the first half of the 17th century, when the armies of Roman Catholic and Protestant countries were
spread all over Europe majoring Thirty Years’ War, the castle as well as the town of Hradec were plundered
several times. In 1733 the castle was bought by Wolfgang Konrad of Neffzern, who sold it to Prince Jan Karl
Lichnowsky of Vostice. The Lichnowskys of Vostice, who were originally a Silesian aristocratic family, lived in
the castle until the castle was seized on the basis of postwar law in 1945.

May that be a coincidence, when the castle was devastated by a vast fire in 1796, or a well-planned project
of Karl Alois Lichnowsky to make a necessary repair of the castle, at the turn of the 18th and 19th centuries
a generous reconstruction of the castle started under the supervision of Jan Mihatsch, an architect from Krnov.

All later refurbishments were done mostly in the
and so its historic character has remained unchanged.
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The Lichnowsky family, who were art supporters, hosted significant musicians and litterateurs in the
castle: Ludwig van Beethoven, Niccolo Paganini, Franz Liszt, playwright and novelist Gerhart Hauptmann,
librettist Hugo von Hofmannsthal a literary critic Karel Kraus. The Lichnowsky family had to leave the castle
in 1945. They moved abroad (Argentina, Brazil). Four years later the castle was opened for the public.

In the 1950s the Red Castle was reconstructed as it was severely damaged by bombing majoring World War
II. Later a castle restaurant and hotel were open here. The old coach garage was converted into a concert hall
called “Velkd Dvorana” (Large Hall) and opened for the public, which led to the boom of cultural life in the
castle.

The overall and time-consuming refurbishment of the White Castle was done from 1979 until 2014. The
White Castle offers now two guided tours, and its beautiful interiors as well as plentiful castle furniture and
equipment attract substantial number of visitors from the Czech Republic and abroad.

ejatraktivngj$i kapitolu hudebnich tradic zdmku Hradce bezesporu tvori névstévy Ludwiga

van Beethovena a Ference Liszta, jez jsou dokladem velkorysé podpory, kterou jim Lichnovsti

poskytovali. KniZe Karel Alois Lichnovsky velmi obdivoval talent mladého Beethovena a od roku

1800 mu poskytoval ve svém videriském domé byt i znaény ro¢ni dichod ve vysi 600 zlatych.

Pro zajimavost dodejme, Ze kniZe i jeho Zena Kristina, rozena Thun-Hohensteinova, patfili k Zdkiam Wolf-
ganga Amadea Mozarta. V zdmeckych sbirkdch Ize zhlédnout vzdcné italské cembalo, na které se snad mlada
komtesa ucila hrat. Vztah knézny Kristiny k Beethovenovi byl skoro matefsky, starala se o néj témér jako
o adoptivniho syna. Skladatel ji dedikoval klavirni vytah baletu ,Prométheus” op. 43 a variace G dur pro klavir
a violoncello WoO 45. Beethoven udrzoval styky rovnéz s bratrem Karla Lichnovského, hrabétem Moticem.
Podle dochované korespondence i dal$ich dedikaci byli po dlouhou dobu skute¢nymi prételi. Vénoval mu kla-
virni sondtu e moll op. 9o, klavirni variace ,Prométheus, Eroica” op. 35 i kdnon WoO 164. I kdyZ dedikace je
potieba brét s rezervou jako spolec¢enskou nutnost té doby (Beethoven je nékdy ménil), série skladeb vénovana
rodu Lichnovskych je skute¢né tctyhodnd.

Na zamek Hradec Beethoven poprvé prijel v 1ét¢ roku 1806. Prijal tehdy pozvdni svého mecendse zcela jisté
s povdékem, protoze pobyt ve Vidni obsazené francouzskym vojskem téZce sndsel a moznd také potreboval
nalézt vnitfni rovnovdhu po nezdafené premiéie opery Leonora (pozdéji prepracované na Fidelia). Navitévu
Hradce lze ¢asové vymezit od poloviny Cervence do prelomu zdri a fijna. Pétatricetilety skladatel a klavirista
pravdépodobné obyval na Hradci pokoj ve druhém poschodi severniho praceli zdmku, kde byly mistnosti pro
hosty (dnes je v téchto prostordch instalovdna galerie) a komponoval u klaviru, ktery je dnes chloubou zamec-
kych sbirek. ProtoZe vstupni brana dne$niho Cerveného zdmku byla postavena az v 8o. letech 19. stoleti, nebyl
vyhled z hostinského pokoje nijak zastinén.

Dalsi vyznamnd osobnost, kterd promluvila do kulturnich tradic zdmku Hradec, je romanticky klavirni
virtudz, skladatel a dirigent Ferenc Liszt. KniZe Felix Lichnovsky, dobrodruh a konzervativni politik, se s Lisz-
tem sezndmil asi v roce 1841 a provdzel jej na koncertnim turné po evropskych zemich. Kdyz mél Felixtiv bratr
Robert v hradeckém kostele primici, byl Liszt k této slavnosti pozvén. Prijel kolem 20. kvétna 1846 a do knihy
navitévnika se zapsal ,F. Liszt (ne zcela jako cizinec)”. Rok 1846 patti do obdobi Lisztovy vrcholné koncertni
¢innosti, vyutzil tedy pobyt ke koncerttim v blizkém okoli. V Opavé se predstavil dvakrat - 27. kvétna a 1. Cerv-
na, 29. kvétna jesté v Ratibori a pak 2. ¢ervna v Téiné. Felix Lichnovsky objednal k témto koncerttim klavir
v mahagonové skrini az z Kolina nad Rynem.

Druhou Lisztovu névs$tévu Hradce dotvdri poutavd love story. Liszt se pri své cesté po Rusku v tinoru 1847
seznamil s knéznou Karolinou Sayn-Wittgensteinovou. Za dramatickych okolnosti za nim o rok pozdéji prchla
od manZela i se svou dcerkou. S Lisztem se setkala na panstvi Lichnovskych v Krizanovicich v Polsku a spole¢-
né pak v poloviné dubna 1848 pokrac¢ovali na Hradec. Na panstvi Lichnovskych jiz vicekrét nezavital, protoze
Felix, poslanec némeckého Nérodniho shromdzdéni, byl o nékolik mésici pozdéji ve Frankfurtu nad Moha-
nem postrelen a ubit fanatickym davem.

Je s podivem, Ze Lisztovy névstévy Hradce ztstivaly nadlouho ponékud ve stinu téch Beethovenovych.
I kdyZ nelze ocekdvat, Ze by se ve prospéch Ference Liszta v budoucnu zménil ndzev tradi¢niho hudebniho
festivalu, ktery jiz od roku 1961 nese nazev ,Beethoveniv Hradec", vét3i prostor by si jeho dilo zcela jisté zaslou-
Zilo. V jubilejnim 50. ro¢niku Beethovenova Hradce bylo névrsi v parku za zamkem, které podle tradice nese
umélcovo jméno, ozdobeno diky finan¢nim darim ze slovenské Spole¢nosti F. Liszta pamétni deskou.
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he most attractive chapter in the traditions of Hradec Castle is undoubtedly represented by the visits
of Ludwig van Beethoven and Franz Liszt, which are the evidence of generous support given to
them by the Lichnowsky family. Prince Karl Alois Lichnowsky admired talent of young Beethoven
and from 1800 he provided him with a flat in his house in Vienna as well as a substantial annual
allowance of 600 zlaty (the currency of that period). Apart from this, he gave Beethoven some rare musical
instruments for string quartet (Guarneri, Amati), and he helped him make important business as well as social
relationships. To thank him, Beethoven dedicated three piano trios to the Prince (Es major, G major, ¢ minor) op.
1, two piano sonatas ¢ minor op. 13 “Pathetique”, and As major op. 26 and the second Symphony D major op. 36.
It is only interesting that the Prince and his wife Kristina, born as Thun-Hohenstein, were students of
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart. In the castle collections we can see a rare Italian harpsichord, which young countess
used for her practice. Princess Kristina’s relationship with Beethoven was almost maternal, and she took care of
him as if he was her adoptive son. The composer dedicated to her a piano excerpt of the ballet “Prometheus” op.
43 and variation G major for the piano and violoncello WoO 45. Beethoven maintained a relationship with Count
Moriz, Karl Lichnowsky’s brother. Judged from their correspondence and other dedications they were real friends.
He dedicated to him the piano sonata E minor op. 9o, the piano variation “Prometheus, Eroica” Op. 35 as well as
the canon WoO 164. Although we have to take in account that dedications were social necessity of the period (and
Beethoven sometimes changed them), the series dedicated to the Lichnowsky family is worth noticing.
Beethoven arrived at the Hradec Castle in summer 1806. It is highly probable that he accepted his supporter’s
invitation gratefully as living in Vienna occupied by French army was difficult for him and he might have
needed to find his inner balance after the premiere of his opera “Leonore” (later rewritten as “Fidelio”) had met
with failure. His Hradec visit can be put in the timeframe between mid-July and the turn of September and
October. The 35-year-old composer and pianist might have stayed in a room on the second floor of the northern
castle frontage where guest rooms were situated (currently, there is a gallery in these rooms), and he composed
at the piano, which is now the pride of the castle collections. As the entrance gate of the Red Castle was not
built until 188cs, the view from his room was wide open. As we know from Beethoven’s correspondence and
biographies, nature was very important for him*.

* There must be a certain reservation towards Beethoven’s statements about his sources of inspiration. He once said
about the initial theme of 5th symphony that “the destiny knocks on the door”, later he indicated that the same theme
was derived from yellowhammer’s singing. Beethoven called himself as a poet of tones but his music is not descriptive.
Traditional names of his compositions (‘"Moonlight Sonata”) often do not come from him but from later editors.

Silesia did not start until 1806). There are some tenuous hints about “an unfortunate event” in the composer’s
letter dated 21 September 1814 and sent to Earl Moriz Lichnowsky of Baden. However, the relationship with
Prince Karl Alois never cooled off. The evidence is Beethoven'’s second stay in Hradec in September 1811. He came
just for a short visit on his way to Leipzig to take part in the performance of his mess C major op. 86 in the
Church of Holy Spirit in Opava on Saturday 28 or more probably Sunday 29 September 1811.

Another important person, who enriched cultural traditions of Hradec Castle, is Franz Liszt, a romantic
piano virtuoso, composer and conductor. Count Felix Lichnowsky, an adventurer and conservative politician,
met Liszt in 1841 and accompanied him on his European concert tour. When Felix’s brother Robert had his
celebration to be ordained in the Hradec Church, Liszt was invited to attend this event. He arrived on about
20 May 1846 and he wrote into the guestbook “F. Liszt (not completely as a foreigner)”. The year of 1846 belongs
to Liszt’s period of supreme concert activities; he used his stay to give concerts in the surroundings of Hradec.
He played in Opava twice - on 27 May and 1 June, in Racibérz on 29 May and in Cieszyn on 2 June. For these
concerts Felix Lichnowsky ordered a piano in a mahogany case from Cologne.

The second Liszt’s visit to Hradec is underlined by an attractive love story. When Liszt was travelling in
Russia, he met Countess Karolina Sayn-Wittgenstein in February 1847. Under dramatic circumstances she and
her little daughter ran away from her husband a year later. She met Liszt in Lichnowskys’ manor in Krzanowice
in Poland, and they travelled together to Hradec in April 1848. He never visited Lichnowskys’ manor again as
Felix, who was a member of German National Assembly, was shot and beaten to death by a fanatical crowd in
Frankfurt am Main a few months later.

It is surprising that Liszt’s visits to Hradec remained for a long time in the shadow of those of Beethoven's.
Even though we cannot expect that the traditional music festival “Beethoven’s Hradec”, whose has had its name
since 1961, would change its name in favour of Franz Liszt, his works would undoubtedly deserve larger space.
During the 5oth year of “Beethoven’s Hradec” the hill in the park behind the castle, which bears the artist’s
name, was decorated with a commemorative plaque. The plaque could be made thanks to financial support
from Slovak Association of F. Liszt.

beginning of the 1950s. The beginning of the real music festival with well-thought dramaturgy

could be set back to 1960. “Beethoven’s Days” were held as part of “Hradec Summer” to celebrate
the 19oth anniversary of the composer’s birth. Thanks to Bohuslav Valusek, who was then the head of
Regional Educational Center based in the castle, the exhibition called “Beethoven in our town” was open,
and several concerts were organized too. It was the conference of musicologists held in August 1960 that
had a vital significance for future development of the event. Two-day discussions led to the decision to make
a board of specialists, which would study Beethoven’s relationship to Czech regions and Slovakia. Apart from
musicological issues, the participants discussed the possibility to organize an annual festival, which would be
connected with a competition for musicians-beginners. The board met again in December and they proposed
a five-year cycle with the rotation of the specializations: composition, piano, violin, violoncello, and chamber
music.

A year later the festival, already named “Beethoven’s Hradec”, had a truly representative form *. The planned
competition with the specialization for the composition was also held. However, it was not very successful, so
the organizers would never put this specialization back on the programme **. The festival became substantially
popular the following year. The opening symphonic concert was conducted by Franz Konwitschny, who was
born in nearby Fulnek, and who was the conductor of State Opera in Berlin. During the festival, on 12 May
1962, the results of the first year of the competition for piano students were announced. The beginnings of
the competition are connected with the members of Beethoven’s Association and more others who became its
members later, namely Miroslav Malura, Karel BoZenek, Ivan Mérka, Jdn Pragant, Franti$ek Rauch, Ivo Stolarik,
Jaroslav Vanicky and Jan Vratislavsky. The competition “Beethoven’s Hradec Award” has only a tenuous link to
its current form. The first selective rounds were held at the particular music academies. It was only the final,

“Beethovanian” piano competition. The last interpretation competition of the Ministry of Culture was for solo
singers and was held in October 1988 as a celebration of the 110th anniversary of Ema Destinova’s birth.

While there have always been a substantial number of piano competitions, until recently the Hradec
competition has been an almost unique occasion for students of stringed instruments (mainly viola players)
to compare each other. The aim of the organizers has been to give students opportunity to try challenging
conditions of international competitions, e.g. Prague Spring. That was the reason why the scenario of the
“Beethoven’s Hradec Award” national competition had almost the same number of rounds, categories, and
specializations until the 199os. The first competition round was always anonymous (in front of the jury hidden
behind a curtain) and included the performance of compulsory compositions composed by L. van Beethoven
in all specializations and categories. From 1973 the final round of the third category of the piano and violin
competition climaxed with the final Beethoven’s concert accompanied by Jandc¢ek Philharmonic Orchestra
Ostrava. The organizers have also always supported the performance of contemporary Czech and Slovak
composers *.

The change of political system gradually influenced also the musical life in Hradec nad Moravici Castle.
During the 29th competition in June 1990 Beethoven’s Association restarted its activities, and Rudolf Pe¢man,
Ivan Mérka and Miroslav Malura became its leaders (when Miroslav Malura suddenly died in 2000, Beethoven'’s
Association ceased its activities). A newly assembled preparatory committee began to prepare the competition
terms and conditions. The committee consisted of the members of the Concert Artists’ Association and teachers
from Ostrava University - the pianist Rudolf Bernatik, violoncello player Jan Haliska, violinist Vitézslav
Kuznik and viola player Pavel Vitek. In 1992 the substantial change was made into the number of categories:
for that year and the following ones there were only two age categories (under 19 and 30 years of age) as the
third one, originally for university students, was reqularly poorly attended. There were also no boundaries

For financial reasons only a piano
competition was organized in 2011 and it was the same reason that led the organizers to stop using the model
of two specializations. “Talent Association” ceased to exist and so the organization of the 52nd festival was in
2014 taken over by “Matice slezska”. This interest and cultural organization, whose history goes back to 1877
and whose mission is to maintain and develop historic, cultural, artistic and national traditions of Silesia, took
over the organization of the competition for future years. There has been a change in the post of jury secretary
- Petr Hanousek was after two decades replaced by Jakub Hyps, a pianist and laureate of “Beethoven’s Hradec”
in 2003.

Over half of a century the original competition for Czech music academies students has successfully
developed into a prestigious music event bringing over to the Czech Republic truly worldwide music level
and much-needed overview of the contemporary aesthetic ideal. Among other Czech traditional competitions,
“Beethoven’s Hradec” retains its high reputation, thanks to representative international juries as well as
growing number of participating students from most European countries and three other continents.
A significant role is also played by unique music tradition of the place, valuable castle equipment, part of which
are keyboard instruments once used by Mozart, Beethoven and Liszt, as well as picturesque countryside in its
surroundings, and thus significant genius loci.
